STANDING ORDERS. Last Amended: A.G.M. 2005 (01/06/05)

General

1. The County Executive shall hold monthly meetings..

2. If a meeting has not started 30 minutes after the appointed time, it may be abandoned at the discretion of the Chairperson.

3. The County Executive shall consist of the County Committee and Club Delegates.

4. Any person not affiliated to a Macra Na Feirme Club within the County, may not participate in discussion except at the Chairperson’s discretion.

5. All Delegates must be affiliated.

6. All the Delegates attending a County Executive are responsible for the decisions made at the meeting and for bringing all information back to their clubs.

7. The P.R.O. has primary responsibilities for the county website.

8. Notification and Agendas for County Executives will be sent to the Club Secretaries at least 7 days before the meeting.

9. Any Club or Person wishing to have a major item included on the agenda must have it in writing with the County Secretary at least two weeks prior to the meeting.  Items under ‘Adoption of Agenda’ or ‘Any Other Business’ may not be accepted by the Chairperson but will be dealt with at the following meeting or at the discretion of the Chairperson.

10. The rally fund should not be used for the day to day running of the county. It is only available for capital expenditure by the county and the development of the whole county.

11. Two active county officers should be the signatories on the rally accounts, therefore signatures should be changed as required.

Voting and Motions

1. All voting at the County Executive Meeting will be confined to one delegate per club and four of the following County Officers – Chairperson or Acting Chairperson, Secretary, Treasurer, P.R.O. and Competitions Chairperson. (ref. Motion 4 carried 2002 A.G.M.)

2. A simple majority of the eligible-voting Delegates present is required to implement rule /make a decision. 

3. A quorum shall consist of seven voting delegates consisting of at least 3 clubs

4. In the event of an existing rule, a two thirds majority of eligible voting Delegates present is required to change it provided it was dealt with at a previous EGM or AGM

5. The Chairperson or Acting Chairperson has a casting vote in the case of a tie.

6. Motions can only be dealt with at the AGM or EGM.

7. All motions must be with the County Secretary at the previous meeting to the AGM and with the clubs the week after (to be with the clubs three weeks prior to the AGM).

8. At future AGM’s any of the Outgoing Officers who have a vote are allowed to vote for the Incoming Committee and any motions which may arise.

9. If a person proposes a motion and they vote against his/her proposal, the proposal shall be deemed void.

Competitions & Sports

1. All National and Competition Rules Apply.

2. Any Non-National Competitions organised by the County Executive shall be bound by the agreed rules drawn up by the County Executive.  These rules will be sent to Clubs two weeks before the competition to clarify same.

3. Details of all competitions shall be forwarded to all affected clubs (including date and venue) at least 10 days in advance of the competition date..

4. There will be an upper age limit of 35 on all Novice Competitions.

5. Debating and Public Speaking shall be classed as two separate competitions.  Any person winning and representing the county at Senior Debating, shall not be allowed Novice Debate again.  In the event a team wins a bye to the county who has not debated, they can Novice Debate again.  If they compete at the next round, they cannot go back to Novice Debating.

6. A club will have the right to request postponement or a change to a competition.  Notice of one week must be given to the County Executive except in the case of bereavement.  This may or may not be granted at the discretion of the Competitions Chairperson.

7. Clubs wishing to host a County Competition must get approval from the County Chairperson.

8. Clubs hosting a competition are responsible for feeding the Judges, Presiding Officer and his/her helpers.

9. Any player who receives two red cards within a league season faces a decision of county officers whether he/she is subject to a seasonal ban with immediate effect from Kilkenny Macra hosted sporting competitions.

Travel

1. When a county trip is being organised, the places shall be allocated to the clubs equally for a specified length of time (two weeks) and, if they are not taken up they should then be distributed on a first come first served basis.
